Junior offers a new gateway to the Alfa Romeo world for Alfisti, fans and beyond, who have been awaiting the brand's return to the segment. Alfa Romeo offers the sportiest and most exciting compact car to drive in its class, the only one that can enter into conversation with enthusiasts for the Giulietta and Mito and attract a new generation of Alfisti.
 
Junior is inclusive and offers everyone the opportunity to access a distinctive and attractive car. Its mission is to win over a new generation through a new Alfa Romeo design language. Remaining steadfast is its innate aptitude for sportiness, a trait that has animated Alfa Romeo since its foundation in 1910, with ‘sportiness’ intended as an engaging driving experience in everyday life.
 
In a segment populated by sporty versions derived from generalist models, Junior is a cool and unique object, combining a captivating style with the most advanced technology in terms of comfort, connectivity, and driving dynamics. Junior features uncompromising practicality, as evidenced by the largest boot among premium competitors with 400 litres of capacity. 

Junior is available in Elettrica form, with two fully electric powertrains with two power variants offering 156 hp and a range of up to 250 miles, as well as a sportier 280-hp Veloce and a range of 215-miles, the epitome of the Alfa Romeo sporting DNA. This will be joined by the Ibrida (hybrid) varient in 2025. 

The design evolves in the distinctive features that create an immediate emotional connection. After all, an Alfa Romeo has always been aimed at those looking for a car not only to be a ‘means of transport,’ rather for a symbiosis, a bond that can bring out authentic emotions.
 
Destined to profoundly change the concept of sportiness in the largest segment in Europe, the new Junior is based on the precise desire to produce a compact car, just over 4 meters long, with an all-new, up-to-date sporting spirit, which goes beyond performance alone and is taken ahead towards a distinctly Alfa Romeo positioning. This is a bold and ambitious goal, only authoritatively achievable by a brand with over a century of sporting history, forged on racetracks and on everyday roads. Junior is a handbook for an Italian brand devoted to the satisfaction of the sensory faculties, because the car is and remains an exciting product to be experienced with passion and involvement.
 



DESIGN

EXTERIOR DESIGN
The Alfa Romeo Centro Stile redefines the canons of design in the segment
 
An Alfa Romeo is based on the perfect balance between functional beauty and an unparalleled heritage, making it the epitome of Italian style in the automotive field. The new Junior is no exception, as its compact dimensions – a length of 4.17 m, width of 1.78 m and height of 1.5 m – encompass the uniqueness of the original and modern Made in Italy design from Alfa Romeo Centro Stile. 

Junior is expressed in balance of proportions, purity of lines and attention to the quality of the surfaces. The Alfa Romeo designers have modelled this 'skin’ with artisanal care on the mechanical parts, completely detaching themselves from the concepts of cold rationality in vogue in the class, to breathe life into a sinuous and exciting design that catches the eye at first sight. The proportions are set out with stylistic features relating to tradition, such as the limited overhangs, the muscular wheel arches and the iconic ‘kamm tail,’ a reference to the legendary Giulia TZ. The simplicity of Italian style conceals one of the most complex creative processes in the industry: car design. 

Alfa Romeo Junior boasts a strong identity, made up of a limited number of features that include the legendary scudetto shield, in the Leggenda and Progresso variants, perhaps the most famous and recognisable signature in the automotive world. A contribution is made to its powerful personality by the bold look of the front, with 3+3, adaptive Full LED Matrix headlights. The Alfa Romeo style is characterised by the quality of the surfaces, which create rich and harmonious reflections through distinct volumetric contrasts.
 
INTERIOR DESIGN
‘Driver-oriented’ for an authentic and engaging driving experience.
 
The same inspiration of pure sportiness can be found inside the car, where the standout features are the Italian attention to every detail, the use of the finest materials and the placement of all the controls within the driver’s reach. 

The instrument panel and its historical ‘Cannocchiale’ design creates that direct visual connection and persuades you to wrap your hands around the steering wheel, start the engine, and make the best of a unique driving experience. In the middle of the cluster, the standout feature is a fully digital 10.25-inch TFT screen, to access the car’s data and the settings for the driving technologies. In the middle of the dashboard and oriented towards the driver, a 10.25-inch touchscreen system developed to work with widgets, graphic components designed for intuitive interaction with all the features, which can be customised via quick and easy drag and drop. Every user can create their own homepage, where each of the car’s features is an app in itself. 

To further embellish the interior, the air conditioning vents in the shape of a quadrifoglio (four-leaf clover), the symbol par excellence of Alfa Romeo sportiness.  To catch the eye and welcome the driver, optional Sabelt sports seats are available featuring an enveloping backrest that combines high mechanical resistance, perfect ergonomics and structural lightness.
 
COMFORT
Junior comes in at the top of its class. The most spacious boot in the segment.
 
Choosing Junior equates to an unwillingness to compromise between solutions based on the centrality of the person sitting in the driver’s seat and on the utmost well-being of all the passengers. According to Alfa Romeo, comfort means making every travel experience simple, extremely pleasant, organised and safe. That is why, when getting into the passenger compartment, you immediately perceive the meticulous attention to detail, the high quality of the upholstery and the enveloping feeling of being in your comfort zone, with a sporty nature and distinctly Italian quality.
 
Despite its compact size, Junior boasts the largest boot in its class for a full BEV, with a load capacity of as much as 400 litres. Junior also comes with exclusive features such as the convenient cable storage compartment located under the bonnet. To increase the comfort even further, Junior offers a series of driver assistance features including the option of Level 2 autonomous driving. Junior is optionally available with 360-degree parking sensors and 180-degree rear camera that monitors the surrounding area, for an innovative and practical semi-autonomous parking system.
 
Junior features proximity access technology, to open and close your car quickly and easily by coming closer to or moving away from the vehicle, with no need for the customer to take any action.



100% ALFA ROMEO DRIVING DYNAMICS

The Alfa Romeo Junior is a small car that truly embodies the brand’s sporting spirit. With perfect weight balance, first-class driving dynamics, advanced technological solutions and timeless beauty, new Junior is a true Alfa Romeo. The 280 Veloce version elevates these features to the highest levels with segment-leading agility and best-in-class road handling. 

[bookmark: _Hlk169167636][bookmark: _Hlk169168531]All this is made possible by two world-first additions for the Junior Veloce, the new 280 hp/207 kW electric motor and the latest Torsen ‘D’ mechanical limited-slip differential. As the flagship of the Junior line-up, the 280 Veloce also benefits from the quickest steering in the segment (with a ratio of 14.6), which has been specially calibrated to enhance its exceptional roadholding. In addition, the suspension has been lowered by 25mm and the anti-roll bars have been recalibrated. Finally, the braking system includes 380mm discs at the front with 4-piston monobloc calipers, while the 20-Inch alloy wheels feature bespoke tyres developed for high performance EVs. 

Greater efficiency and more pleasure in everyday driving 
The new Junior combines an engaging driving experience with remarkable efficiency and ease-of-use. At just over 4m long and with a turning circle of 10.5m, the Junior is compact, easy to handle and ideal for the city. Despite its size, the interior is spacious and can comfortably accommodate four adults and their luggage, thanks to a segment-leading 400-litre boot. Practicality is further enhanced by a special storage compartment under the bonnet for the charging cable.

With a kerbweight of just 1,560 kg, new Junior Veloce weighs about 200 kg less than its nearest competitors, giving it a significant advantage when it comes to efficiency. While the Junior Elettrica weighs 1,545kg. A compact lithium-ion battery pack contributes significantly to the car’s low mass, while the brand’s trademark ‘coda tronca' (truncated tail) and asymmetrical front air intakes help reduce both aerodynamic drag and energy consumption. 

Junior guarantees the best driving experience both in the city and on mixed routes, without ever sacrificing practicality. It also features a specific electric driving sound (audible only inside the passenger compartment) for an enhanced feeling of acceleration and deceleration, plus an EV routing system for automatic, worry-free driver guidance when requiring a charge. 

The Junior features the Alfa D.N.A. system. Dynamic mode, partly made possible by specific steering and accelerator calibration, offers the utmost performance and driving pleasure. In a careful balance between performance and comfort, Natural model is designed for everyday use, while Advanced Efficiency is calibrated for maximum energy efficiency by reducing consumption without affecting driving pleasure.

Electric power
Alfa Romeo has selected a new-generation power source for the electric Junior, combining a Hybrid Synchronous Motor and a new battery. With its high power, torque and specific calibration of the electric powertrain, the new compact sports car offers uncompromising driving pleasure with segment-leading dynamics. Available in two power versions, 156 or 280 hp, the new car ensures excellent performance and an engaging and sporty drive, like every Alfa Romeo. The 54-kWh battery offers high energy density and a very good ratio of rated to usable energy.

In the 156 hp Junior Elettrica the lithium-ion battery pack provides up to 250 miles of range in the WLTP cycle, or 366 miles in the urban cycle. Charging the new Junior is quick and simple, with a 10-80% charge from a 100kW rapid charger being complete in less than 30 minutes. 

Junior Veloce M4+ electric motor
With the Junior 280 Veloce, Alfa Romeo brand debuts the new generation of the M4+ electric motor, which delivers 207 kW / 280 HP of output and torque of 345 Nm. Jointly developed by Alfa Romeo engineering, the Stellantis Engineering Propulsion Systems team and Emotors, the new powertrain has been designed and fine-tuned to meet very specific targets. 

Thanks to the motor’s high power and torque, and the specific calibration of the powertrain, new Junior Veloce 280 offers uncompromising driving pleasure with segment-leading dynamics. Acceleration from 0 to 62mph takes just 5.9 seconds and the top speed is more than 124mph. 

[bookmark: _Hlk169187785]This exceptional electric powertrain consists of Hybrid Synchronous Electric Motor and the latest 54-kWh battery, which offers a high energy density and an outstanding ratio of rated to usable energy. Moreover, it takes less than 30 minutes to charge the batteries from 10 to 80% at 100-kW DC fast charging stations. 

The new Torsen ‘D’ mechanical limited-slip differential
To make sure all the power is put down on the road, Alfa Romeo has equipped new Junior Veloce with the latest Torsen ‘D’ mechanical limited-slip differential. This is the first ever application on a front-wheel drive electric vehicle, and the new system is the evolution of a device pioneered by Alfa Romeo with the 147 Q2 in 2006. 

A simple and effective solution, the latest evolution of this set-up is lighter and more  efficient than ever. Specifically, the new system is tasked with the dynamic, consistent distribution of torque between the front drive wheels, according to driving conditions and road surface. This system allows drivers to take full advantage of all the strengths of front-wheel drive (significantly increased road holding, traction and stability), while at the same time reducing understeer during acceleration, electronic stability control interventions and vibrations through the steering wheel.

Suspension with specific sports calibration
For new Junior the suspension setup is a proven combination of the McPherson strut at the front and torsion beam at the rear, ensuring perfect road holding and great comfort in all driving conditions. 

For Junior Veloce 280, the front suspension system adopts a new anti-roll bar and a new strut for direct response and perfect handling. Together with a shorter steering arm, this new strut gives new Junior a best-in-class steering ratio of 14.6:1.

At the rear, a specific torsion beam is the standout feature of the suspension, while specific springs and dampers with double hydraulic stop springs have been used on both axles. 

Braking system and tyres
For assured performance at high speed, Alfa Romeo has equipped new Junior 280 Veloce with 380mm ventilated front brake discs with four-piston monobloc calipers. This powerful set-up offers braking power of 1.12G, corresponding with a braking distance from 62mph to zero in just 33m. The specifications are completed by large 20-inch alloy wheels and racing-derived tyres.






TECHNOLOGY AND CONNECTIVITY

New ADAS systems and Level 2 autonomous driving
New Junior is equipped with the latest Advanced Driver Assistance Systems (ADAS) for Level 2 autonomous driving. Allowing the automatic control of acceleration, braking and remaining within lane, these technologies ensure maximum driving safety without sacrificing the pleasure of sitting at the wheel. 

The new Junior provides Level 2 autonomous driving by combining the Intelligent Adaptive Cruise Control (IACC) and Lane Centering (LC) systems with the front camera, to monitor all the car’s surroundings both ahead and to the sides. Furthermore, the IACC system makes use of Intelligent Adaptive Cruise Control, which automatically adjusts the car’s speed to maintain a safe distance from the vehicles in front. 

It also features Traffic Sign Recognition and Intelligent Speed Control systems. The former uses the on-board camera to recognise traffic signs and show them on the display, alerting the driver of the current speed limit. The latter suggests the driver reduce their speed to the limit detected. If the driver accepts, the cruise control settings are automatically adjusted.  Finally, the Lane Control system monitors the sideways movement of the car, keeping it in the middle of the lane even in heavy traffic.

New infotainment system 
New Junior leads the way in terms of software and connectivity, while maintaining the brand's signature driving pleasure and its comfortable, safe and fully connected experience. 

New Junior features new-generation electronic architecture with over-the-air system and software updates that can add new features as soon as they become available. The new infotainment system also features a sophisticated, fluid multitasking interface, giving the driver all the information they need at-a-glance without taking their attention off the road. 

Ahead of the driver is the Telescope system that consists of a fully digital 10.25-inch TFT screen to access the car’s data and the settings for the driving technologies. In the centre console and angled towards the driver, is a 10.25-Inch touchscreen infotainment system developed to work with widgets and graphic components. Designed for intuitive interaction with all the features, it can be customised via quick and easy drag and drop. 

Technological innovations on Junior include ChatGPT for in-vehicle voice recognition. Artificial intelligence now makes it possible to ask complex questions and receive full, structured answers on various topics of conversation, such as science, history, geography and much more, for a safer yet entertaining driving experience. 

Voice control can even be used to interact with the car remotely from home, using the Alfa Romeo skill for Alexa. This feature offers the option to ask Amazon Alexa about charge level, search for points of interest, find the car’s latest location, and send lock and unlock commands remotely.

EV ROUTING: Connected Navigation
Alfa Romeo interprets the use of software and connectivity to enhance the driver's experience, which remains the focus. Junior therefore comes with the most advanced connected technology, to ensure maximum comfort. EV Routing is an innovative connected system built into the navigator that manages the customer's charging needs. All customers need to do is set up their destination, then the navigation system automatically calculates any charging stops needed along the route, with access provided to over 600,000 charge points, the most extensive network in Europe. Real-time traffic, battery and driving style monitoring makes it possible to rely on EV Routing for a driving experience free from charging anxiety.

Alfa Connect Services 
New Junior is equipped with Alfa Connect Services, the tool that offers advanced onboard connectivity and a range of services for maximum safety and comfort. Thanks to over-the-air (OTA) technology, the car's maps and software are always kept up to date. 

The various functions that make the onboard experience include ‘My Navigation’, which consists of apps to remotely search for destinations and points of interest (POI), as well as real-time alerts on traffic, weather and speed camera locations. 

By using the My Alfa Connect smartphone app, customers can also interact with the car using ‘My Remote’. This service offers various useful features, such a remote control of the car’s functions (locking/unlocking the doors or flashing the lights) via smartphone or smartwatch; vehicle location; control of certain parameters (speed and area) and notifications if these are not respected. 

In addition, E-Control also offers the option to remotely manage start-up and stopping, to schedule charging and to heat or cool the interior before getting into the vehicle. Another new feature is the integration of the ‘Hey Alfa’ virtual assistant, a ChatGPT (A.I.) interface that uses voice recognition to give you a useful and discreet ‘copilot’ on your travels.
JUNIOR UK RANGE
The Junior is available in a choice of three trim levels, Junior Elettrica and Speciale both feature the 156hp powertrain, and the Veloce with the 280hp power output.
 
The standard Junior Elettrica features 18-inch diamond cut aero alloy wheels, LED headlamps and taillamps, gloss black mirror covers, Leggenda Scudetto, rain sensing wipers and rear parking sensors. Inside, it features Icona seats with black/blue cloth, eight-colour ambient lighting marking out the air vents, central tunnel, and 10.25-inch configurable Cannocchiale instrument cluster, a 10.25-inch driver oriented central screen with Apple CarPlay and Android Auto and 60/40 folding rear seats.  Standard safety systems include Adaptive Cruise Control, Active Lane Assist and Automatic Emergency Braking, e-Call and Alfa Romeo Connected Services. Keyless go, heat pump, Mode 3 charging cable and 11kW on-board charger complete the standard specification. Standard Junior Elettrica starts at £33,895.
 
The Junior Speciale Elettrica launch edition builds on this with a sports styling kit with diamond black Scudetto, dark tinted rear windows and 18-inch Petali alloy wheels.  The interior features Spiga vinyl and fabric six-way electrically operated driver’s seat with massage function, leather steering wheel, sports pedals and kick plates.  The generous set-up is completed with 10.25-inch infotainment with navigation, 180-degree rear camera, Adaptive Cruise Control with lane centering and traffic jam assist, handsfree electric tailgate and keyless entry with proximity access technology as standard. Junior Speciale variants are available from £35,695.
 
The Veloce model features the 280hp electric powertrain, Torsen differential, 25mm lower suspension and sport brake calipers. It enhances the sportiness of the standard Junior Elettrica with 20-inch diamond cut alloy wheels, black roof, dark tinted rear windows, red painted brake calipers and sports styling kit with diamond black Scudetto. Inside, Corsa Sabelt seats in black and red leather and suede, leather steering wheel, sports pedals and kick plates are all standard. Veloce variants are available from £42,295.

Option packs
Three option packs are available on Junior: Technology, Premium and Sport. 

Technology pack offers the best specifications in terms of safety, technology and functionality, such as level 2 autonomous driving, handsfree electric tailgate, LED Matrix lights, wireless smartphone charger and connected navigation with virtual assistant.

Premium pack adds additional comfort technology, courtesy of electrically operated, heated driver’s seat with massage function, leather steering wheel, black painted body-kit, privacy glass and aluminium pedals and kick plate.  

Sport pack offers the best in sportiness with Sabelt seats, black/red Alcantara upholstery and sporty exterior features.
